SCHOOL REQUIREMENTS FOR PUPILS

We aim to encourage pupils to develop self discipline, responsibility, concern for others and the environment. This list of requirements is designed to help you in this process. It is not a complete list and does not cover every situation, or requirements which are common sense or generally accepted by society.

1. Pupils are expected to make maximum use of the educational opportunities offered.

i). You should be fully equipped for lessons with books and writing equipment..

ii). You should be punctual for registration and lessons.

iii). All pupils are strongly encouraged to join extra curricular activities. Those in Years 7 to 9 are expected to be involved fully in the activities programme. 

Day pupils should leave the premises by the time their boarder contemporaries are ‘in House’.  

iv). You should arrive at supervised prep sessions knowing what work is to be done. You should work in silence and hand in your completed prep by the deadlines set. You are encouraged to work outside these supervised prep sessions, which are set as minimum.
v). Quiet conditions must be maintained in the Library and its surrounds. 

vi). Files, books and paper remain the property of the school and should be treated with respect and not defaced in anyway. They should be kept locked in your book locker when not in use.

vii). Boarders will only be allowed to take weekend leave after any detention, sporting and other commitments have been fulfilled.

2. Pupils are expected to show concern for others

You are expected to behave in a helpful and courteous manner, for example hold open swing doors for others, and make visitors feel welcome.

i). This school operates an equal opportunities policy. All members of the school      community are expected to show respect to others regardless of race, gender, age ability or disability.

ii). Bullying is not acceptable and will not be tolerated.

iii). Noise levels can distress others so:-

a)  Ipods can only be used with head phones during recess, the lunchbreak and after school and at weekends. They should not be used in the Library or Dining Hall. If audio equipment is used in bedrooms, then the noise levels must be sufficiently low so as not to disturb others.

b)  Common room HiFis may be used at recess, in the lunch hour and after      school, but they should not be used before school.

c)  Mobile phones can be brought to school but should only be used in free time. Otherwise they should be kept switched off. They should not be used to cause offence to others either by taking photos without permission or by sending unwanted text messages.

iv). Awareness of the needs of others:-


a). Visitors using the front door and entrance hall should feel welcome.  Please

 do not crowd this area.

b). Pupils should only stay at the front of the school or use the car park when

 waiting to be collected by parents. There are large areas behind the school that

 are more suitable for spending free time. Ball games should not be played on the front lawn for safety reasons.

     
c). Certain areas of the campus and the surrounding locality are out of bounds 

 to pupils – see maps in pupil planners
3. Pupils are expected to show respect for the environment.

The school environment is everyone's responsibility.

i). Remember to put all your litter in the waste bins provided. Pick up any litter you see lying about. Make use of the recycling bins provided.

ii). Never graffiti buildings, material or equipment. 

iii). For environmental and safety reasons aerosols and "Tippex" are not permitted.

iv). Chewing gum is not permitted. It can cause distraction, can be dangerous and its improper disposal causes damage and extra work for others.

v). Food should not be removed from the Dining Hall.

viii). Do not take short cuts across grassed areas, especially along the Avenue and at the front of the school. 

4. Pupils are expected to act in a way which promotes the health and safety of themselves and others.

i). Smoking cigarettes and drinking alcohol, and their possession are forbidden. Matches and lighters are not permitted. See separate Smoking Policy. Public houses are out of bounds.

ii). As a Quaker school we discourage gambling.

iii). You must not climb buildings, or trees, or attempt to enter ponds or walk on them when frozen.

iv). You are not permitted to have knives or other offensive weapons at school.  Fireworks and laser key rings are also not permitted. 

v). Details of leave off the premises and restriction of movement after dark can be found elsewhere. They are intended to safeguard you and take into account the different age groups. Hitch-hiking is an unacceptable risk and is not permitted.

vi). All pupils are expected to attend lunch.  In addition boarders are expected to attend all other meals unless alternative arrangements have been approved. 

vii). If you need to visit the Medical Centre during or between lessons, remember to get a member of staff to sign your student planner.

viii). The school must have your parents' written permission if you wish to keep or ride a bicycle whilst at school.

ix). Unless with a parent or member of staff, special permission is required for you to drive or accept a lift in a motor vehicle.

x). Remember that valuables are kept at school at your own risk. To reduce the risk of loss they should be kept to a minimum, named, and not left lying around. Sums of money, cash cards, etc. should be deposited with staff for safekeeping. Lockers should always be kept locked.

xi. The Plantation field is out of bounds.

xii. Pupils may wear one stud in each ear – otherwise nose or other body piercings are not allowed, except that sixth formers may wear a discreet nose stud.

xiii. No pornographic or other offensive material may be downloaded or stored on any computer.  See separate rules for the use of the school computers.
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
