SIXTH FORM DRESS CODE
The underlying principle for the sixth form Dress Code is that students should be neatly presented during the formal part of the school day.

Students who are unsure whether a particular item of clothing falls within or outside the Dress Code should check with either the Head or the Head of Sixth Form before wearing it at school.

The Dress Code is:

· Shirts for boys should have a collar.  No colour or stipulation about plain or striped is made.  Polo shirts are acceptable.  T shirts should not be worn.

· Shirts, blouses, polo shirts for girls should also have a collar.  They may be plain, striped or patterned.

· Girls may wear dresses of a suitable style.  (Suitability means that they will fall within the areas of guidance stated in other areas of the Dress Code e.g. relating to length/suitable covering.)

· Shoulders should be substantially covered.

· Sweaters, including sweatshirts with hoods are acceptable.  Large logos and graphics are not acceptable.

· Sports clothing (e.g. tracksuit/jogging pants) is not acceptable.

· Coats should be smart, neat and tidy; a pattern is acceptable.

· Hats or caps should not be worn.

· Formal trousers or jeans of a plain colour may be worn.  Neither trousers nor jeans should be frayed or ripped.
· Trousers/jeans should be conventionally worn, covering undergarments,
· For girls, when skirts or shorts are worn above the knee, tights or leggings must be worn.  If skirts are worn below the knee it is acceptable not to wear tights or leggings.

· For boys, shorts should be tailored and worn to the knee.  Shorts should not be ‘cut-offs’ which are then hemmed.

· Footwear should be respectable and clean

· Shoes should be ‘sensible’ walking shoes; trainers are acceptable as long as they are clean

· Shoes must be firmly attached to the feet.

Emphasis is placed on students ‘self-regulating’ and appreciating what lies within the spirit of the code where detailed guidance is not given.  
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
